Hi Neighbors!  

I hope you're all doing well.  There is a lot of info to share, but I hope this format will keep it as concise as possible.

Burglaries in Fletcher Hills

As of 2-16-2010, burglaries have occurred on Rippey Court, Katherine, Medford, Flying Hills, Rippey, Westwind, Edwards, and a street near Grossmont High School.  The suspect vehicle is a white 4-door car, possibly a Saturn or a Ford Escort.  The burglaries occurred between 9 AM and 3 PM.  If you see anything suspicious, please contact the El Cajon Police Department immediately.

A friend of mine who lives on Rippey Court says that the owners were out for a walk in the morning, but they left their door unlocked.  Please remember to secure your property whenever you leave your house.

By the way, these burglaries are apparently unrelated to the Fletcher Hills burglaries I reported to you about a month ago.

Suspicious Solicitors

The Neighborhood Watch Block Captain on Brockton recently informed me that a Fletcher Hills resident who lives on Wedgemere Road reported they felt two people were trying to scam them with selling magazines.  In the first encounter, a young man said he was selling magazines to go to barber school.  The magazines were supposedly going to go to Children's Hospital or the YMCA; however, the resident was supposed to write the $70.00 check out to the salesman.  

The second encounter reported by the same resident involved a young woman who said she was raising money for a sponsorship for another kid to go to acting school.  She was also selling magazines and wanted the check written out to her.

A week later, the Neighborhood Watch Block Captain on Brockton was solicited by apparently the same young woman who said she was raising money for her school.  The block captain told her about a neighbor being scammed by someone sounding like her, and the young woman walked off.  

Apparently, it is not unusual for large vans to bring groups of people into communities like ours.  The police department has asked that we call them whenever we see this type of activity, and an officer will be sent to investigate.  Often, after these solicitors have spent some time here, the vans move out and hit another neighborhood.  There have been reports of violent crimes occurring as a result of these “solicitors.”  Although most of the time a violent crime does not occur, please be cautious.  A permit is required to sell door to door.  Do not open the door to suspicious people.  Call the police immediately if there is cause for concern.


Coyotes

Just a reminder that coyotes live in the canyons around our neighborhood, and sometimes they are seen walking in the area during daylight hours.  Please remember to protect your pets.

Issues Relevant to Fletcher Hills

Once a month, one of the Block Captains serves on a community forum that is hosted by the El Cajon Police Department.  She represents our sector (Sector 6).  She presents issues that concern the neighbors of Fletcher Hills, and then a discussion is held to offer insight into the issues that are considered significant for our sector.  

Please contact me if there is anything you would like to have discussed at the community forum.  I will then submit it to our representative, and she will give me feedback after the monthly meeting.

Reminder:  If you are a victim of any crime, call the ECPD to report the crime.  AFTER you call the ECPD (579-3311 for non-emergency calls and 911 for emergency calls), please call or e-mail me so I can notify not only the rest of our neighbors but also the other Neighborhood Watch Block Captains.
